After holding the first-ever church nominating committee meeting and officer
elections, (decently and in order of course!), the early disciples of the Jesus
movement have a little over a week to settle into fthurch business as usualo
before the Holy Spirit comes and shakes things up.

The assimilation of Erin Church members/assets into First Church is moving at
a brisk pace. Current highlights: ‘ ‘

§ All of the costs associated with the move will be paid by the sale of the Erin
property. The Trustees of the Presbytery of Detroit are overseeing the sale
of the property.

§ The Session has recommended hiring Commissioned Ruling Elder Nancy

Bass, Erin& pastor, on a one-year part-time basis. Our congregation will vote on this at a special con-
gregational meeting on June 4. A Commissioned Ruling Elder (formerly Commissioned Lay Pastor) is
commissioned to limited pastoral service as assigned by the presbytery and is supervised by a Teach-
ing Elder. Nancy& salary will be paid for out of the sale of the Erin building, not out of the First Church

operating budget.

§ The Erin organ and a piano will be moved to First Church. This will cause some temporary (one Sun-

day at most) disruption in our sanctuary and then get ready for a much ffullerdsounding organ!

§ The underutilized Teen Lounge will be converted to an office for Nancy.

§ The Erin Memorial Garden will be relocated to our property. We are still working on discerning location.

§ The last Erin worship service will be held on June 25™. Anyone who wishes to sing with Erin& choir on
that day is invited to a rehearsal at Erin on June 21 at 7pm. Pastor Julie and the Transition Task Force
will worship with Erin on June 25". The Presbytery is providing Rev. Bob Agnew to fill the pulpit at First

Church on that day.

§ The first joint service will be held at First Church on July 2™. Throughout the summer, we will engage
in a sermon series where part of the time will be spent hearing stories about the history of Erin and First

Church and imagining where God is calling us today together.

§ Pastor Julie will be spending much of the summer in getting to know our new members from Erin. She
and Nancy will be sharing preaching duties during these months to make space for this pastoral work

and already planned vacation.

§ Erin members who do not fopt outowill be transferred to First Church after June 25™.

§ After June 25", all money donated by former Erin members will be used to meet First Church operating

budget expenses.

§ There will be a joint congregational celebration in September.
